






Your can appeal your YCO if you are not happy with what it says 
you must do. You have 28 days to appeal, so it is important that 
you speak to a lawyer as soon as possible if you want to appeal.

If you are not sticking to your YCO, this will be reported to the 
Coordination Group and then you might be referred back to the 
court. If the court is satisfied that you are not complying with the 
YCO, they can do one of the following things:
•	 Give you a warning, and continue the YCO;
•	 Take no action, and continue the YCO;
•	 Vary the YCO, and continue it; or
•	 End the YCO.

You may be apprehended by the police if you do not stick to the 
conditions of your YCO.  

However, the police cannot arrest you for not complying with a 
YCO, and should take you home to your parents or carers.

If you pleaded not guilty, the court will then decide whether you 
are guilty or not.  If it decides that you are guilty of the offence, it 
will sentence you for it.

If you pleaded guilty or were found guilty, the court will sentence 
you for the offence.  In deciding what punishment to give you, the 
court will take into account that you did not complete the YCO, 
and may give you a harsher punishment as a result.

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When you are on a YCO, you will not be on bail.
